Frequently Asked Questionsfor NY State Fair

Why do | need to give my social security #?

The State Fair isthe one who will beissuing the checks should you place. They won't issue them without a social
security number. If you don’t feel comfortable listing your # on the form, that’sfine. But, the day of the show you will
need to providethat info. If you forget, and place, you will not get paid. Thiswill be your responsibility asNBHA NY 06
will not chase you down.

How can | qualify for the Coliseum run?

The folkswho have already qualified (Via NY S Horse Council) are automatically entered (but still need to pay the entry
fee, which will be $20 plusa $5 timer fee). Therest of the entries come from the open NBHA barrel race. We “invite”
thetop ten (10) ridersfrom each division to go to the coliseum. If arider chooses not to go, then we will “bump down”
tothe next rider until all 10 spotsarefilled from each division. Thisrun isnot a NBHA sanctioned run. If you think you
might have placed in thetop 10 for your division and want to run in the coliseum, please do not leave the horse area.
Wewill havetheresults from the open race as soon as possible and will call off the names of people that have qualified.
Wewill make 3 callsfor you to come and decideto run at the coliseum. If you are not present we will bump past you.

What do | need to dowhen | arrive at the fairgrounds?

Please see enclosed map for additional info. All horsetrailers should enter through Gate 7. At the gate you will receive
an admission ticket (for each rider) and trailer tag for the grounds (RV tag aswell if you havea RV spot). You will then
go to the vet check (you will need to have Rabies and Coggins papersand for out of state horses-a health certificate).
The vet will give you a form showing your hor se(s) have been checked. You will need to bring that form to the office
when you check in. After you park, you should come to the office and check in. We will have a list of stalls showing
whereyour horseswill go. At that timewe can answer any questionsor concernsyou have, or take any late entries. The
office will be open on Friday 8/22 from 6 pm — 10 pm and Saturday morning starting at 7 am. If you have a problem
outside of that time frame, please call me (Aimee Albrechta-NBHA NY 06 Director) at 607 343 1188.

What time will stalls be available Friday night, and when do | have to be out on Sunday?

Thereisa show on Friday and other horseswill be using the stalls. They are “supposed” to be out by 6pm. It doesn’t
alwayswork out that way and thereis no guarantee your stall will be clean. On Friday when | get there, I'll s;ewhois
still there, when they'releaving, and then | label stalls. | will have a stall list with me and there will be one posted at the
office. Hor ses should be out of the stalls by 9am Sunday morning. Y ou do not need to clean your stalls, but it is
appreciated.

Moreinfo on stalls.

Every horseisrequired to havea stall at thefair. Thisisthefair’srule. If you do not pre-enter, thereisno guarantee
that you will have a stall. If you decideto late enter and get to thefair and there are no stalls available, we will not be
ableto enter you. If you are unableto pre-enter, please call me (Aimee A-607-343-1188) and | will tell you if stallsare
still left and you can reserve one at that time. Last year our stalls sold out so please be awar e of this.

Also, if you arecomingin to the Fair on Friday, but areleaving on Saturday, you’ll pay for 1 stall per horse. Check the
“Friday” lineon the entry form so we know when you are arriving. If you come on Saturday and leave on Satur day,
you will check the* Saturday” line and pay for 1 stall per horse. If you come on Saturday and stay over and leave
Sunday, check the“ Saturday” lineand you pay for 1 stall per horse. If you come on Friday and stay until Sunday,
check BOTH linesand you will pay for 2 days per horse.

What do | need to bring?

e All horseson thefairgroundsarerequired to have a stall. These stallsare not pre-bedded (but might have
“leftovers’ from the prior occupant). You should bring your own bedding or you can purchaseit at the
fairgrounds.

¢ Rabiesand Cogginswithin the calendar year. Your horsewill not be allowed on the grounds without them.

e Health Certificate for out of state horses

e NBHA Card. We need to verify member ship.
